-Should be done monthly budget and expense sheet
-Add to your budgeting bar graph (activity poster) from the day before.  Should already have your gross income on it.  Fill out the rest.  I have extras if anyone doesn’t have the others.
-Fill in the bars and write the total at the bottom.
-Now go back to your new “reality list” and pick things to go in your “reality cloud”
-Get up, walk around look at each other’s when it’s on the board (just share at table)
· Teaching Points: Not all budgets must be the same, can be different and still work for you, so it’s hard to give hard and fast rules.
· Remember that when you’re making those monthly payments, you’re borrowing from your future self (Preet Banerjee, Ted Talks)
· Who budgeted in smokes, booze, drugs?
